All About W: What you don’t Know about the 43rd President

Tom DeFrank has been reporting on George W. Bush since 1987 and has interviewed him 22 times, probably more than any other journalist. In 1988 and 1992, he spent literally dozens of hours interviewing the future President in connection with Newsweek Magazine’s special election issues. He spent time with Bush at his office in

Dallas, his father’s campaign headquarters and the White House in Washington, and at Texas Rangers baseball games. Those repeated encounters filled dozens of notebooks and have provided DeFrank with unusually keen insights into Bush’s personality, operating style, likes and dislikes and views on everything from governing to his famous

parents. His extensive professional relationship with the new President is the basis for this highly anecdotal lecture.

Stories that Never Made it into Print

Drawing on his vast institutional memory and numerous personal encounters with the last seven Presidents over more than three decades, Tom DeFrank has taken his favorite stories that for one reason or another have never appeared in print or made the airwaves and woven them into a crowd-pleasing presentation that is pure storytelling at its best. 

A Current View of the Washington Political Landscape

This presentation combines Tom DeFrank’s storytelling skills with a contemporary analysis of the political state of play in Washington. In addition to several elements of the first two presentations listed above, it also covers the debate over Iraq and domestic issues like Social Security and makes predictions, assesses President Bush’s legacy and makes candid predictions about the 2006 and 2008 national elections.
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
