America’s National Security. David Ignatius has emerged as the Obama administration’s go-to guy for national security news. He has spent decades traveling to and from the Middle East, and during that time he has cultivated sources and developed deep expertise on national security issues. He has earned a reputation of being “the most important media voice in national security circles,” according to POLITICO. As the man who reported on Secretary of Defense Leon Panetta’s thoughts on a possible Israeli attack on Iran and also the contents of the classified documents confiscated from Osama bin Laden’s compound, Ignatius has truly amazing national security stories and insights under his belt. In his presentations, he shares these insider stories and addresses what is happening in the region, where America’s national security concerns are focused, and the implications of U.S. policies – both in terms of their effects at home and to our international reputation. 
Washington Slide Show. This talk focuses on the personalities in Washington, DC, that are impacting today’s major events. From first-hand interviews with presidents, high-level cabinet members, and leading members of Congress, Ignatius provides audiences an understanding of the most important forces impacting the debate on U.S. policies both at home and abroad. He also speaks on the coverage of the news, the role of the media, and the interaction between reporters and newsmakers.

Foreign Affairs: How to Fix the World. Ignatius takes listeners on a journey through the major economic and political issues impacting U.S. interests, focusing on such themes as globalization, nationalism, terrorism, and diplomacy. Each speech can be customized to focus on specific “hot spots” around the world, and Ignatius helps audiences understand how the global economy works and shares his thoughts on the future.

Business and the Media. Helping businesses understand the “news business,” Ignatius discusses the “Do’s” and “Don’ts” of interacting with the media, drawing on his lessons as a reporter for both The Wall Street Journal and The Washington Post. He also discusses the media’s role in reporting on happenings in the business world. 
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
