He currently  appears on MSNBC’s Morning Joe, Hardball, and The Ed Show;  CNBC’s Kudlow and Company;  CNN’s The Situation  Room with Wolf Blitzer, Campbell Brown, Larry King Live,  American Morning, and Rick’s List; and Fox’s Hannity, Fox and Friends, and The O Reilly Factor. Tony co-hosts KCRW’s popular show, Left, Right & Center with Arianna Huffington, and is a regular guest on several national commercial talk radio shows. In 1999, Blankley joined the Washington Times as a weekly political columnist. His nationally syndicated column is now in its 11th year. Formerly editorial page editor at the Times, Blankley is now executive vice president for global public affairs with Edelman  in Washington, DC— the world’s second largest public relations firm
The same depth of knowledge and sharp wit that kept reporters turning to him during his time on Capitol Hill have made Blankley one of today’s leading media commentators. His opinions and analysis of political events have been featured on the front pages of the New York Times, USA Today, and other major publications. Blankley is the best-selling author of two books, The West’s Last Chance: Will We Win the Clash of Civilizations?, and American Grit: What It Will Take to Survive and Win in the 21st Century.
