Elizabeth Cheney

Former Principle Deputy Assistant Secretary of State, Near Eastern Affairs

 As a former State Department official with responsibility for significant elements of U.S. policy in the Middle East, Liz Cheney outlines the threats, challenges and opportunities facing America in the Middle East today.  Drawing from her work promoting democracy and economic reform in the Middle East and North Africa, Cheney provides firsthand insight into political and economic developments, reform, and the role of women in the Arab world.  As a veteran of the Bush-Cheney campaigns in 2000 and 2004, Cheney also discusses the outcome of the historic 2008 presidential election and current developments on the American political scene.
Iron-willed idealism. Cheney served most recently as the Principle Deputy Assistant Secretary of State for Near Eastern Affairs. In this capacity she was the second-ranking State Department official responsible for all aspects of U.S. policy in the Middle East. She also developed and oversaw U.S. government programs to promote democracy and reform in the Arab world.
Cheney served previously in the Department of State as Deputy Assistant Secretary for Near Eastern Affairs from 2002-2004, where she focused on the promotion of democracy, economic and educational reform, and women’s empowerment in the Arab world. Over the last eighteen years, she has focused on work in the Middle East and other developing economies at the US Agency for International Development, the International Finance Corporation of the World Bank, and in private practice at White & Case, LLP. 
American Democracy.  Cheney volunteered in her first presidential campaign in 1976 at the age of ten.  In 2000 and 2004 she managed vice presidential debate preparation and served as a national surrogate for the Bush-Cheney campaign. In the 2008 election cycle, she served as a national co-chair for the Fred Thompson for President campaign. 
Cheney provides a front-row seat into key events in American politics today, with a unique insight into life on the campaign trail and the inner workings of American democracy.  She also draws on nearly two decades of experience working on the Middle East and the developing world to provide insight and observations about America’s role in the world and the challenges and opportunities of the coming years. She speaks honestly and openly about the trail to the White House, the stakes in this year’s election, and the impact America’s next administration can have on the world.
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
