Jonathan Greenblatt is the director of the White House Office of Social Innovation and Civic Participation. He is the former CEO of GOOD Worldwide, the founder of Ethos Water, and a former vice president at Starbucks Coffee. Greenblatt was a lecturer at the Anderson Graduate School of Management at UCLA where he developed and taught its course on social entrepreneurship. A seasoned social entrepreneur and corporate executive, Greenblatt is an acknowledged thought leader on corporate social responsibility, ethical branding, and social entrepreneurship. Greenblatt is well-known for his expertise in international economics and global development, particularly global water issues, as well as market-driven models to alleviating global poverty. He addresses corporate social responsibility, social entrepreneurship, and social activism.
Generation GOOD. Greenblatt formerly served as the CEO of GOOD Worldwide, one of the fastest growing media brands in the marketplace. It is an integrated media company that helps people to live well and do good, and its products currently include the award-winning print title, GOOD Magazine. GOOD has received equal recognition for its creative sensibility, commercial success, and social impact. 

A Fountain of Ideas. In 2003, Greenblatt co-founded Ethos Brands, the business that launched Ethos Water. Ethos Water was created to achieve a specific mission: build a brand of bottled water that helps children around the world get clean water. In 2005, Starbucks acquired Ethos Water, making it one of only a handful of non-coffee ventures the company has purchased in its 30-plus year history. As a member of the board of the Starbucks Foundation, Greenblatt helped to develop the global investment strategy for Ethos’ philanthropic efforts. Ethos currently is projected to invest more than $10 million through 2010 to bring clean water to communities in need throughout Africa, Asia, and Latin America. Ethos also reaches the nearly 40 million consumers visiting Starbucks stores each week, educating them about the world water crisis and thereby planting the seeds for widespread activism and social change. 

Government with a Goal. A former government official specializing in international economics, Greenblatt recently served on the Technology and Innovation Team of the Obama-Biden Presidential Transition effort. In this role, he helped to shape the agenda for the incoming administration on issues related to civic engagement, national service and social entrepreneurship. He also served as an aide in the Clinton White House and US Department of Commerce, focusing on economics and commercial trends in emerging markets in Asia and Latin America as well as post-conflict economies. Before joining the Clinton Administration, Greenblatt worked in Little Rock, AK on Gov. Bill Clinton’s first successful presidential campaign in 1992.

Non-Profit Experience. Along with his public service and work in private industry, Greenblatt has been a leader in the non-profit sector. Greenblatt was appointed to the UNICEF Global Water and Sanitation Task Force in 2006. He developed the strategy for the United Nations Foundation's Global Water Challenge, the landmark initiative that aimed to address the global water and sanitation crisis. He also led the effort to design a worldwide prize to break the cycle of global poverty for the X PRIZE Foundation, the world’s leading nonprofit organization that specializes in prize philanthropy. 

Boards, Blogs, and Education. Greenblatt participates on several corporate and nonprofit boards, including RESTORE Products, the H20 Africa Foundation, and the African Leadership Foundation. He is an elected member of the Pacific Council on International Policy and chairs Committee on Equitable Globalization. He is a member of the 2007 Class of Henry Crown Fellows of the Aspen Institute and was named a Next Generation Fellow by the American Assembly. He also serves on the advisory boards of The Corporate Sustainability Initiative at Duke University, The Institute for Global Leadership at Tufts University, and The Graduate School of Political Management at George Washington University.

Greenblatt contributes to the award-winning blog, “Worldchanging.com” and writes for The Huffington Post, SocialEdge, USAService, and others. He has been interviewed and profiled in diverse media including BusinessWeek, Chicago Tribune, Conde  Nast Portfolio, Investor’s Business Daily, Los Angeles Times, National Public Radio, Public Radio International, the New York Times, and the Wall Street Journal. He recently co-hosted Collaboration Now, a CNBC special on corporate social responsibility.

Greenblatt earned a MBA from the Kellogg School of Management at Northwestern University and a BA, cum laude, from Tufts University. He is also a proud member of Red Sox Nation (West) and considers his greatest professional achievement to be his work as an umpire for the 1989 Little League World Champions who hailed from his hometown of Trumbull, Connecticut.
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
