He has worked as a volunteer, photographer, and researcher in Rwanda, Cambodia, Albania, Mexico, India, the Gaza Strip, Croatia, and Bolivia, and he has served in Iraq, Afghanistan, Africa, and Southeast Asia. Greitens bases his leadership style on these experiences, sharing lessons learned from refugees in Cambodia, survivors of genocide in Rwanda, battle in Iraq, and more. 
Greitens has led teams through the hardest military training in the world, created hope in some of the world’s most difficult situations of poverty and war, and inspired wounded veterans around the country to begin to serve again in their communities here at home. Greitens believes that it is not enough to endure challenging times, we have to embrace them, and in this speech he crafts a message specifically tailored to every audience that inspires leaders to create hope and build for the future. With high energy, striking images, good humor, and incredible stories, Greitens inspires his audiences to embrace challenge, create hope, and thrive.
Leadership for Today and for the Next Generation. Eric draws on stories from his experience as a Navy SEAL, White House fellow, and award-winning humanitarian leader to teach about the virtues required for inspirational and effective leadership in today’s world. Eric shares with audiences the need for vision, courage, hope, and friendship. Drawing from the rich tradition of American leadership, he speaks about the power of humility and argues that true leaders challenge their followers. With striking images, engaging stories, and a fresh look at today’s challenges, Greitens inspires his audiences to become stronger, more compassionate, and more courageous leaders.

Greitens also discusses the challenges faced by the next generation of American leadership and how we can address those issues. He discusses five challenges: acting with both courage and compassion in foreign policy, maintaining the moral high ground, developing a solution-based foreign policy, caring for our veterans, and reinvigorating a culture of national service.
