From first-hand interviews with President Bush, Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice, Secretary of Defense Donald Rumsfeld, and leading members of Congress, the Administration, and the Diplomatic Corps, Ignatius provides audiences an understanding of the most important forces impacting the debate on U.S. policies. He also speaks on the coverage of the news, the role of the media, and the interaction between reporters and newsmakers.

How to Fix the World

Ignatius takes listeners on a journey through the major economic and political issues impacting U.S. interests, focusing on such themes as globalization, nationalism, terrorism, and diplomacy.  Each speech is different by focusing on the current “hot spots” of the global and provide information that facilitates comprehension of what is happening in these areas by attendees. He helps audiences understand how the global economy works and shares his thoughts on the future.
