Women’s Soccer Star

Kristine is widely recognized as one of the best women’s soccer players in the world. Her consistency on the field and dedication to the sport are unparalleled in her playing career. At the University of North Carolina where she led her team to National Championships all four years she played. As a part of the U.S. National Team which won the World Championships in 1991 and 1999, and Olympic Gold Medal in 1996. She has more international appearances than any other player in history, male or female, and is the team’s third all-time leading goal scorer. 

In addition to the Olympics and her collegiate career, Kristine was a member of the first ever FIFA Women’s World Championships in 1991 and played on the CONCACAF Championship team in New York 1993. In college she was twice named Most Valuable Offensive Player of the NCAA Championships and had her UNC number retired in 1994. Her on-field accomplishments only tell part of the story of this remarkable athlete’s life.

The ’96 Olympics set new standards and broke new ground for women’s athletics. It has become an industry that has been embraced by corporate America like never before and has spurred participation and spectator growth amongst women and girls at an unprecedented rate. The U.S. Team’s dramatic win against China in the finals of the World Cup in July of 1999 at the Rose Bowl in California drew 90,000 fans in attendance and over 40 million viewers on ABC (a 32 share and 23 rating), the highest rating for a women’s sporting event and soccer game in U.S. History. The event sold over 650,000 tickets and over 1 billion people watched the action worldwide.

Kristine joined the National Team at the age of 16 and has been a major contributor and leader since, achieving 100 international appearances before any other player in history. On May 21st, 1998, she played in her 152nd match, breaking the all-time world record for any player, male or female, to have competed for their country on the soccer field, an amazing accomplishment! Third on the all-time scoring list for Americans, she is a tireless competitor, and is extremely versatile, combining scoring talent and tenacious defense. Off the field, she is always positive, keeping the team chemistry ahead of personal goals. 

Her busy schedule includes: training for and playing in upcoming international competitions, working with her sponsors (Adidas, Coca-Cola, Hyundai, and others), personal appearances, speaking engagements, camps and clinics (she has her own in Wilton), and work for charity. 
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
