Honorable Michael G. Oxley

Former U.S. Congressman and Advocate for Corporate Accountability

Exclusively represented by Leading Authorities speakers bureau, Michael Oxley has always been one to pose important questions and doggedly pursue the answers. On January 3, 2007, he completed a 34–year career in public life, including 25 years of distinguished service in the U.S. Congress. After graduating law school, Oxley became a special agent at the Federal Bureau of Investigation, assigned to Boston and New York. He and his wife Patricia moved later moved to Ohio, where his son was born. He joined his father’s law firm, and in 1972 he was elected to the Ohio General Assembly. He represented the 82nd District until July 1981, when he served in the U.S. House of Representatives.

Part of the Reagan Revolution. Oxley cast his first vote for President Reagan’s tax cuts and enthusiastically supported the program to renew the American economy and to restore American influence abroad. He backed efforts to curb excessive government spending, to lower taxes, and to reduce regulatory overkill that had contributed to the sluggish economy. As the vice chairman of the Subcommittee on Telecommunications, Oxley was the father of the spectrum auction, which made new portions of the spectrum available to communications companies. The effort boosted business activity in the personal communication industry and raised $14.5 billion for the U.S. Treasury. He was a key player in the 1996 Telecommunications Act, legislation to increase competition among the telecommunications industries, which allowed the industries to enter other businesses and inspired new consumer products and service packages.
In January of 2001, Oxley was chosen by the House leadership to chair the new Financial Services Committee. Under Oxley’s chairmanship are the Sarbanes-Oxley Act to respond to the era of corporate corruption, the Terrorism Risk Insurance Act to resolve the post-9/11 insurance crisis, the anti-money laundering provisions of the USA PATRIOT Act to help track terrorist financing, and the FACT Act that brought consumers the free annual credit report. 

A Man of Action. Well-known in business, Oxley is frequently interviewed and quoted by the news media, including The Financial Times, The Wall Street Journal, The New York Times, CNBC, Fox Business News, and Bloomberg Television.  In 2008, he was inducted into Directorship magazine’s Hall of Fame, which recognizes those who have made unique and lasting contributions to the shape of modern corporate governance.  In 2007, he was named to the magazine’s Directorship 100, an annual list of the most influential people in corporate governance.
