Honorable Michael G. Oxley

Former U.S. Congressman and Advocate for Corporate Accountability

Speech Topics:

The Sarbanes-Oxley Act. As one of the authors of the landmark Sarbanes-Oxley Act, Michael Oxley explains its effects on corporate America, international business, and global capital markets. Covering implementation issues to be addressed by the Securities and Exchange Commission and the Public Company Accounting Oversight Board, he makes predictions about the future of the Act, both in America and abroad, and the implications of the legislation on business accounting practices in the future.

Financial Services Committee. Oxley discusses the committee’s leadership under Barney Frank as well as its jurisdictional relationship to other committees in the House. He outlines issues that will be high priorities for the Committee, including the tenor of debate between the minority and majority as well as the changing face of the subcommittee chairmanships and ranking memberships.

Terrorism Risk Insurance. Chances for renewal and changes of the current program following the report issued by the President’s Working Group on Financial Markets. How the vast differences between the Administration and the Congress may be resolved prior to the program’s sunset at the end of 2007.

Sub-Prime Lending and Financial Institution Regulation. Prospects for sub-prime lending legislation in the 100th Congress and the regulatory process for the Financial Services Regulatory Relief Act of 2006. 

Internet Gambling. Implementation of legislation that would prevent the use of credit cards and fund transfers for unlawful Internet gambling and block financial transactions associated with illegal gambling. Expected results of the new law and further efforts by Congress. 

GSE Reform. The status and future of the mission to create a world-class regulator for the government-sponsored enterprise Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac.

Telecommunications. Current legislative and regulatory issues in the telecommunications industry, in addition to new technologies and their markets.

Capital Markets Structure and Competitiveness. Examination of increased capital market competition from developing nations and the current state-of-play for U.S. markets in attracting new companies and capital. Convergence of market regulation and consolidation of market functions.

Foreign Trade and Investment. The success of U.S. business in penetrating markets abroad and in attracting foreign investment to our shores. The debate about the future of the process for evaluation the security risk of certain investments, the Committee on Foreign Investment in the United States. 

Credit Rating Agency Reform. Following passage of the Credit Rating Agency Reform Act, efforts to improve the quality of credit ratings to protect investors by fostering accountability, transparency, and competition in the industry.

Counter Terrorism Efforts and Administration Surveillance Authority. Global counter-terrorism efforts in the financial realm and the tensions between Bush Administration surveillance efforts and civil libertarian challenges.

Data Security Legislation. The shape and substance of possible data security legislation, as well as Committee jurisdictional overlap that stymied efforts in the 109th Congress. 

Housing. Section 8 voucher reform for greater efficiency, FHA modernization. Zero down payment pilot program, and other initiatives for increasing homeownership in the U.S. Continuing issues surrounding housing recovery from Hurricanes Katrina, Wilma, and Rita. 

Credit Unions. Maintaining the principles of charter choice for credit unions and depository institutions. 

Insurance Marketplace and Regulation. Progress toward streamlining and unifying state-based insurance regulation. Prospects for changes in the current regulatory structure and current profitability and market challenges for insurance and reinsurance companies.

National Flood Insurance Program. Funding stabilization and comprehensive reform of the National Flood Insurance Program, including potential changes in the flood map, increasing the number of participants, and possible changes in rates, fines, and coverage limits.

Optional Federal Insurance Charter. Current status of the debate over whether insurance companies should have the option of being chartered by the federal government. 

Hedge Funds. Recent changes in the hedge fund marketplace and clientele and the odds for increased regulatory scrutiny of hedge funds by the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission, related activity in the House and the Senate.

Military Personnel Financial Services. Changes in the legislative and regulatory areas of financial services in order to better serve military personnel. Implementation of the Davis bill and the Talent amendment. 
The 100th Congress. Relationships between the Bush White House and the leadership of the 110 Congress. Internal Republican changes and the effects of fewer moderates in the House. Divided government and the close division in the Senate. 
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
