Patient Safety and Quality Improvement Act. The proposed regulation explains how clinicians will be able to report patient safety events confidentially, how this data will be shared with others while remaining private, and how clinicians and other health care organizations will receive feedback on ways to improve patient safety.  The goal of the Act is to enhance patient safety by having confidential reporting of errors or near misses to a patient safety organization(PSOs). The Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality (AHRQ) will administer rules governing the operation of PSOs, and the Office for Civil Rights (OCR) will enforce the confidentiality provisions of the Act.
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
