Vin Weber

Former Congressman Vin Weber has been at the center of American government for nearly two decades. Prior to his congressional service, he served as Campaign Manager and Chief Minnesota aide to Senator Rudy Boshwitz (1976-78) and Press Secretary to United States Representative Tom Hagedorn (1974-1976).

Weber continues to enjoy strong bipartisan relationships across the legislative and executive branches of government.  He resides in Arlington, Virginia, with his wife and two daughters.
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
